WOULD YOU GO TO JAIL FOR THE RIGHT TO VOTE? 
Nearly 150 years after this country was formed, these citizens had no vote, no political voice, no right to own property, no equality. At the turn of the 20th century, women in the United States couldn’t vote, simply because they were women. 
A few brave women were thrown into jail and brutally treated simply for holding a parade in the campaign for equality.  This hard-fought battle for the 19th amendment was finally won on August 26, 1920 when the legislation passed Congress by only one vote. One vote!

Do the young women of America take this right for granted?  Sadly, many do. But every year the Women’s History Museum and Educational Center invites the community to remember and celebrate the anniversary of the historic 19th amendment, which granted women the simple, but important, right to vote.  

On Saturday, August 26 at 7:00pm, the Women’s History Museum will host a wine and chocolate reception and a screening of the 2004 HBO suffrage film Iron Jawed Angels, the true story of suffragists Alice Paul (played by Oscar-winner Hilary Swank) and Lucy Burns (Frances O’Conner) who broke with the more conservative women’s rights movement to radically propel the campaign forward, shaping the future of America.  
 A fundraiser for The Women’s History Museum, the event will include guided tours of the museum, a short pre-film program, musical performance and drawings for prizes.
