GRRRLS CREATE NEW “HERSTORIES” AT THE WOMEN’S HISTORY MUSEUM

Grrrl Zines-A-Go-Go is bringing the world of creative self-publishing to the Women’s History Museum and Educational Center of San Diego in October with a zine exhibit and workshop open to the public. The free workshop will run from 3-5 pm on October 7th, where participants will make a zine while learning about the history of women in zines. The exhibit of women’s zines will open on October 7th, with a reception from 7-9pm, and will run through October 28th. 

The world of self-published magazines – zines - represents a broad subculture that is growing in popularity, especially among women and girls. They are growing in popularity because of, not despite of the internet, which provides an easy way for zinesters to get the word out about their latest creation. Zines, as they are called, are generally modest photocopied booklets, but their humble appearance belies the broad variety and depth of topics that are covered. The exhibit will give visitors the opportunity to learn about the history of zine-making and women’s voices in non-commercial, self-published print. The workshop will engage participants in the creation of a collaborative zine. 
Grrrl Zines A-Go-Go is an all-woman collective based in Southern California that focuses on self-empowerment through zine-making. Since 2002 they have been facilitating workshops in community venues throughout the region to expose people to zine culture, promoting the idea that media can be self-created, without censorship or other interference. They focus their attention on those who are most disenfranchised by institutional media, and work particularly with youth and women.
